History: Ms. Moore is a 67-year-old African American female with multisystem problems, chronic pain, severe glaucoma of both eyes on multiple eyedrops – three eyedrops in one eye and two eyedrops in the other eye. She has had multiple surgeries. She is in chronic pain. I had seen her last time after several months. The patient still did not bring her medicines today. She is off metformin. She is on Ozempic injections that may help her lose weight. Her A1c was good to 6.7. Ms. Moore was complaining of chronic pain and I told her that I will not be able to help her with her chronic pain because of her multiple surgeries and seeing pain management and then she states sometimes her chest hurts and sometimes her knee hurts and sometimes back hurts and in a diabetic if the chest hurts, must see cardiologist and she stated she has not seen anybody in a long time and when we did the cardiology referral, then she came and stated she had seen Dr. Maze recently and that everything was good from a cardiac standpoint. Her creatinine was slightly elevated and her GFR was 50%. So advised the patient she needs to see a nephrologist and a referral is made to Dr. Vasudev. 

Physical Examination: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, and in no acute distress.
The patient is on polypharmacy. Initially she had requested that her blood pressure ran high and was wanting to be on 100-25 mg twice a day for blood pressure medicine, but now has changed back to 50-12.5 mg once a day of losartan and thus keeping her blood pressure under control. Please note the patient is off metformin, so the new thing is the patient is going to be referred to nephrologist for elevated creatinine. Her potassium was low 60.4 and I did not want to add extra potassium orally in view of the elevated creatinine, so I advised her oranges and bananas to be added to her diet. The patient understands that. 

The Patient’s Problems:

1. Diabetes mellitus type II.

2. Abnormal kidney function with chronic renal failure stage II or III.

3. History of glaucoma.

4. History of diabetic retinopathy.

5. History of chronic pain.
