I have not charged her for the visit because she came in stating she wanted a note to go back to work on 03/01/22. The patient is still depressed. She states she is seeing Dr. Campbell and is not taking any antidepressants. She still feels down. She is moving to Huntsville. She states she is not going to be working at the unit where she was working where her other friend was working too and to note her friend had committed suicide in front of her, but the Huntsville people told her she could work as a security guard at the hospital. The patient states there is a limitation to the number of visits she can do on her insurance. So she is planning to go to VA for her further mental health care. So everything really boils down to this lady needs care, but cannot have because of insurance problems and so she is planning to see VA physicians for her mental health care. She saw Dr. Campbell and she could not tell me if she was a physician or a counselor or whatever, but she states she had talked to them two or three times. She states she is not suicidal, but she is moving on 02/28/22 to Huntsville to work as a security guard at a hospital. I told her I would like to see her on 02/28/22 right before. I cannot give her okay to go back to work five days later. The patient understands that.
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
