Mrs. Hedderman was seen today She saw Dr. Bramhall who is not doing knee surgeries now, but he is doing surgeries on ankle and feet and she is going to have her toe surgeries done by Dr. Bramhall on 03/14/22. They have asked for cardiology clearance as this is going to be done under general anesthesia. The patient has seen Dr. Julie Albert, the podiatrist, who also had recommended surgery. The patient states her main problem of doing surgery is increased pain in the feet when she walks because of these toe problems. The patient has had a back surgery too. The patient has minimal cognitive impairment to begin with and I have suggested that if she could avoid general anesthesia, would be good for her and get the surgery done under propofol and nerve blocks. She is going to discuss that with Dr. Bramhall. Then she also told me that she has a problem with urinary incontinence. She has tried more than three different medicines for urinary incontinence and all of them did not work and she has side effects. Ms. Hedderman wanted a medical clearance. She is also trying to get a cardiology clearance for her toe surgery. Ms. Judy Hedderman did not bring her medicine list and I told her she must bring her medicines whatever she takes because she sees multiple specialists; that I have to see them before I can decide to give her okay for the surgery from a medical standpoint. The patient understands that. Ms. Judy Hedderman also has problem with urinary incontinence and I told her to see the urologist and the patient states she saw the urologist and she advised Botox injections, but the patient did not want Botox at that time and canceled; however, she states her urinary incontinence is worse and I told her that at least before the surgery she must see the urologist to be sure that if Botox helps then at least she should get one shot before her surgery. The patient understands that. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
