MARTINES, RAFAEL
This is a 78-year-old gentleman on hospice with vascular dementia and behavior disturbance. His comorbidities include gastroesophageal reflux, major depression, anxiety, aphasia, he is bedridden, frequent falls, history of aspiration with associated respiratory distress, volume depletion, disorientation, and sundowner’s syndrome. He is sleeping 16-20 hours a day and stays in his bed. He is bedridden and total ADL dependent. Since last certification, he has increased weakness, fatigue, weight loss, worsening protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased appetite. He lives with his wife who would not be able to take care of the patient if it was not for hospice at home.

The patient requires position changes every two hours. His KPS score is at 40%. He is only eating about 5-10% of the meals. Since reviewing of the records, discussion with the nurses, it has become evident to me that the patient is very much hospice appropriate and most likely has less than six months to live. The patient will be cared for at home with the help of the hospice and with his loving wife.
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
