RAMIREZ, MARY
This is a 93-year-old woman with history of Alzheimer’s dementia which now has come the time to recertify her. Since she has been on hospice, of course, she has been doing rather poorly. She is not able to walk. She is bedbound. She has no gait whatsoever. Before, she had an abnormal gait because of the dementia, she has severe memory loss and cognition disability as well as symptoms of sundowner’s syndrome. She is also not eating. She is eating about 10-20% of the meals. She is at high risk of fall. She has protein-calorie malnutrition. She has lost weight to the best of my discernment 3 to 5 pounds. The patient spits out her food from time-to-time. She is a total ADL care and overall she is expected to do poorly in the next six months, most likely has less than six months to live and definitely has progressed in the area of dementia and Alzheimer’s dementia especially since the last certification. Hence, the patient remains hospice appropriate.
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
