CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents today with complaints of pain in her right ear and right jaw pain for the past three to four days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Right ear pain x 2 days and history of sinus pain. Pain is localized in the right ear. No pain reported with eating. Pain is described as moderate. The patient has history of allergies and hay fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Allergies with recurrent sinus infections, takes Claritin.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: History of tubal and cholecystectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She smokes one-half pack a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted to be dullness, slight erythema to the right tympanic membrane with presence of rhinorrhea, 2+ tenderness right infraauricular area and also 1+ tenderness to the right temporomandibular area without painful mastication. Chest: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. No CVA tenderness. Skin: Within normal. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Neuropsychiatric: Orientated x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

LABS & X-RAYS: Not done.

IMPRESSION: Right otitis media with history of rhinitis and chronic sinusitis.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin 500 mg and dexamethasone 4 mg IM in the arm as requested. Given Biaxin 500 mg twice a day for two weeks as well as Zyrtec-D to take p.r.n. for congestion and sinus pressure. Recommend follow up as needed and recommend complete physical in the future if the patient has not had one for two years in a 36-year-old with *_________*.
