The patient is seen with complaints of ear pain and runny nose for the past few days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with complaints of cough and congestion for the past few days with right earache of mild intensity.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: No medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in no distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Essentially negative. Tympanic membranes negative for inflammation or dullness. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Thyroid not enlarged. Carotids full and equal. Respiratory: Negative for rales or rhonchi. No wheezes. Cardiovascular: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Negative tenderness. Extremities: Without edema, swelling or tenderness with restricted range of motion. Skin: Without rashes or discoloration. Neurological: Within normal limits.
LAB & X-RAYS: The patient had strep test done which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for azithromycin to take 200 mg per teaspoon as directed.
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
