The patient is seen today with history of temperature of 103 this morning per mother with questionable slightly congested nose without cough or other change in behavior, elevated temperature treated by mother with ibuprofen with temperature now 98.9.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother complains of fever, may be slight congestion with temperature of 103 this morning, given ibuprofen, now afebrile. Denies other symptoms, cough, congestion or evidence of sore throat.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Essentially negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: *_________*.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative including head, eyes, ears, nose and throat, GI, GU, cardiovascular, neuro, skin, lymphatic and psychiatric.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and reactive to light and accomodation. Nasal and oral mucosa negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses or adenopathy. Extremities: Negative for restricted range of motion or tenderness. Skin: Negative for rashes or lesions. Neurological: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through XII intact. No neurological abnormalities.

The patient had strep test in the office which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Probable upper respiratory infection and fever.

PLAN: Mother advised to monitor fever; if continued with elevation, to be followed up for reevaluation. At the present, we will not advise any other treatment and temperature medications with followup as needed.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Probable viral syndrome and fever; condition no distress.
