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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Gibson comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has blurred vision and that this makes it difficult for her to perform work-related activities. She states that her vision was quite blurry until she underwent cataract surgery last year. Since that time her vision improved significantly for distance, but has continued to be blurry up close. She does not wear glasses. She has a history of working in the security industry, but stopped approximately five years ago because the business closed. Apparently, she did not seek further employment. She uses artificial tears in both eyes twice a day. She denies ocular trauma.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –0.75 x 100 on the right and +0.25 –0.75 x 065 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 14 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral posterior chamber lens implants. There is mild posterior capsular opacification on both sides. The corneas are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disk ratio is 0.2 on both sides. There is no retinopathy. The eyelids show mild chalasis.
Goldmann visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 90 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 93 degrees of horizontal field on the left. 

Assessment:

1. Pseudophakia.
2. Secondary cataracts.

Ms. Gibson shows clinical findings that are consistent with a history of cataract surgery. Fortunately, she has excellent visual acuity when she wears glasses. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is good.
