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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that has evidence of chronic kidney disease stage IV for a long period of time. The patient has been absent from this clinic from 2019. His kidney function has remained stable. The serum creatinine is 2.5, the estimated GFR is 22 mL/min and the amount of protein is less than 200 mg/g of creatinine. This patient has a single kidney. The right kidney was removed due to renal cell carcinoma. The patient has been followed by Dr. Onyishi.

2. The patient has atrial fibrillation with adequate ventricular response. He is on Eliquis on daily basis.

3. Arterial hypertension under control. The blood pressure reading is 138/86. He states that he is getting better readings at home. The body weight has remained stable at 201 pounds. Today, the patient did not take the water pill and usually after the water pill, the blood pressure goes normal.

4. Vitamin B12 deficiency.

5. Vertigo that is without exacerbation.

6. Benign prostatic hypertrophy that is followed by the urologist. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

I spent 12 minutes in reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face, we spent 20 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
