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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 84-year-old Hispanic male that has evidence of CKD stage V. The patient has improved; the serum creatinine came down to 3.58 and the estimated GFR is 15 mL/min. The patient has a protein creatinine ratio that is 700 mg/g of creatinine; this ratio used to be 1300 mg/g of creatinine. The patient is feeling better.

2. The patient has evidence of deterioration of the hemoglobin. It used to be between 10 and 11 most of the time, right now is 8.9. This patient has not had any blood loss. The most likely possibility is associated to CKD V. We are going to refer the case to the hematologist, Dr. Shah.

3. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. At the present time, the blood pressure is 130/67.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is treated with statins. Overall, the patient is in very stable condition. There is no indication for renal replacement therapy. Reevaluation in a couple of months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 10 minutes in the documentation.
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
