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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1993.  He does not remember the exact date.  However, the patient was on board on the aircraft carrier USS John F. Kennedy.  He was in the flight deck.  The patient tells me that his head got hit.  His head got hit by the trailing edge flap of an airplane. He hit the top of his head.  He tells me that it immediately knocked him down.  The patient believes that he had loss of consciousness briefly.  The patient has severe pain on top of the head.  He was bleeding.  He has severe headache.  He was confused and disoriented.  He was lying on the ground.  Subsequently, he went the medical bay.  He got stitched up.  He was off duty for two weeks.  He has continued headaches.  Confusion and disorientation for two weeks.
His symptoms now include loss of balance.  Word finding difficulties.  His memory is affected.  He is not able to communicate well.  The patient tells me that he has headaches every day to the point that he get nauseous and sensitive to light.  The patient will lose train of thought.  The patient has difficulty finish his thoughts. He is thinking about something, he is most likely to forget what he was going to say.

The patient is currently working as a police officer for Veteran Affairs “VA”.  The patient works for Palo Alto VA Department.  The patient tells me that his symptoms were affecting his job.  Specifically his memory loss is affecting him.  He needs to right things down. He needs to take notes all the time.  He need to double checking and double checking all the time.  He missed things a lot.  The headaches also affecting his concentration.  The light sensitivity also affecting him to do his job.  He get nauseous a lot at work.  The patient has a decrease in concentration and performance because of his headaches.  The patient also has difficulty communicating at times. Difficulty with word finding difficulties at work.
The patient MoCA examination is 25/30.  The patient missed 5, on delay recall.  He has significant memory deficit on examination.
