CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. “I am here to have my sutures removed.”
2. “My son was diagnosed with flu and they did nothing for him.”
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 6-year-old young man who had a laceration about the right temple. This took place on 02/15/2022. The laceration was closed. The patient is here for suture removal. No sign of infection, doing quite well. Also, two days ago, the patient was seen in the emergency room with positive flu, but they did not give him any medication. The patient continues to have temperature at home and not eating and doing poorly.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunizations up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with his mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Today, he is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 49 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 100.1. Respirations 16.
HEENT: TMs are slightly red.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Status post laceration of right temple.

2. Just finished the course of antibiotic.

3. Positive flu, still with fever.

4. Treat with Tamiflu.
5. Sutures removed without any complications.

6. No evidence of full-blown OM noted. Hence, no antibiotic needed, just a Tamiflu.

7. Reevaluate in three days.

8. If changes noted in the patient’s condition, mother will call us right away.
