The patient presents with a history of cough and drainage for the past week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough and sore throat for seven days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: One C-section.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: On no medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Slight temperature of 99.2. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative. Neck: Negative for adenopathy or masses. Carotid not enlarged. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion except for scattered rhonchi without rales or wheezes. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for edema or tenderness. Skin:  Negative for discoloration or rash. Neuropsychiatric: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits.

The patient had strep test, which was negative.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis.

PLAN: I elected to give Rocephin 500 mg IM and place on Z-PAK. Followup as needed.
