The patient presents with complaints of pain and swelling in his left foot for three days after stepping in a hole.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Stepped in hole at school three days ago with complaints of pain to the left medial ankle and dorsal foot with swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Attention deficit disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. No tenderness or rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without gallop or murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Lower Extremities: There is tenderness and swelling to the left medial ankle and dorsal foot increased in proximal foot with 1+ edema. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: No rashes or discoloration.

X-rays taken of the left ankle and left foot revealed suspicious hairline fracture to the left malleolus. Because of apparent fracture, the patient was given *_________* splint and to wear crutches and advised to see an orthopedist. Referred to Texas Children’s Hospital, which mother states they had been before and follow up here as needed.
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
