The patient presented with complaints of pain in his left ear x 2 days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Pain in left ear for two days with history of recent upper respiratory infection *_________* congestion off and on. No associated symptoms.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Essentially noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted erythema to left ear. Tympanic membrane is normal to inspection. Pupils equal, round and reactive to light and accommodation. Nasal and oropharynx without inflammation. Airway normal. Neck: Without adenopathy or rigidity. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Skin: Without discoloration or rashes. Neurological: Noncontributory.

IMPRESSION: Left otitis media.

PLAN: The patient is treated with Rocephin 1 g and dexamethasone 8 mg with prescription for amoxicillin 500 mg to take b.i.d. for 10 days and follow up as needed.
