HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of hypertension, diabetes mellitus, right ventricular outflow tract tachycardia status post ablation, and coronary artery disease status post stent placement. The patient is here for followup. The patient is doing well. The patient has occasional palpitation. Denies syncope or presyncope. The patient is currently taking Coreg 12.5 mg two times daily, levothyroxine 88 mcg daily, spironolactone 25 mg daily, metformin 500 mg daily, niacin, aspirin, and Crestor.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: A 10-point review of system is reviewed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70 mmHg, pulse 65, respirations 16, and weight is 205 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:

1. Right ventricular flutter tachycardia status post ablation.

2. Hypertension, which is well controlled.

3. Coronary artery disease and no angina.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is stable. I will continue present medical management. I will get an echocardiogram to assess left ventricular function as well as a seven-day Holter monitor to evaluate any recurrence of ventricular tachycardia. I will follow the patient after the above test.
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
