LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Irregularly irregular. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation with recurrence.

RECOMMENDATIONS: I will start the patient on Eliquis 5 mg two times daily and also schedule the patient for cardioversion. The patient agreed for the procedure.
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
