HISTORY: This is a 44-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient was originally seen on 02/19/2022. He is seen for an initial evaluation and he was here to establish primary care. In the office, an EKG was done. EKG reveals atrial fibrillation with inferior infarct age undetermined which was evident by Q-waves and ST abnormality in lead II and aVF. At that time, he was advised that we recommend a stress test for further evaluation of his heart. The patient presented here today to follow up on results and for stress test.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
HEENT: Normal.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: He is alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Positive stress test.
2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Vitamin D deficiency.
In consultation with my supervising physician about his abnormal stress test, he evaluated the report from the stress test and determined that there are abnormalities in leads II and III with significant depression and the patient must go to have the study and further evaluated, preferably in an emergency or an urgent setting. This was discussed with the patient and he agreed. He then decided to leave and visit a nearby emergency room for further evaluation of his abnormal stress test. The patient will be started on simvastatin for his elevated cholesterol and vitamin D for his vitamin D deficiency.
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
