SOCIAL HISTORY: None. Breast-feeding is none.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states child was term vaginal delivery with no complications and vaccinations up-to-date.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and interactive. Moist mucous membranes.
HEENT: Ears: Erythematous and dull TM. No effusion present. No tragal tag. No mastoid tenderness. Nose: Congested with clear discharge. Edematous and erythematous turbinates.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Distended secondary to mild obesity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented and interactive.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Right otitis media.

2. Rhinitis.

Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none. The patient was discharged with amoxicillin 125 mg/5 mL, she will give 5 mL t.i.d. for 10 days, 150 mL. Advised to increase fluids and to come back to clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
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
