HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with atrial fibrillation and underwent ablation. The patient’s electrocardiogram today showed recurrence of atrial fibrillation, complaining of shortness of breath. The patient is currently taking hydralazine, metformin, Brilinta, metoprolol, Flomax, Cardizem, atorvastatin, valsartan, furosemide, Jardiance, Xarelto, and insulin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/80 mmHg, pulse 60-70 and irregular, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Irregularly irregular. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Atrial fibrillation with recurrence.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is quite symptomatic. I will schedule the patient for a cardioversion at Fresno Heart Hospital.
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
