Mr. Stracton is a patient of mine and he has dementia. I was asked to give an indication of what level of care he needs. It is my opinion that he cannot live alone due to wandering, due to dementia with behavioral problems. He scored 11 on Montreal Cognitive Scale. He is unable to read and he is poor in arithmetic. He lacks insight into his illness. He thinks he can drive, but could get lost if he does so. He is currently in the memory care unit, which is highly appropriate. He will get agitated with people in the home and there is controversy by family whether he should go home or stay there. If he goes home, he would need 24 hour care because he would be at risk to wandering and getting lost. He is physically fairly well and he can do most of his basic ADLs such as bathing, dressing, answering, walking, and feeding himself. He could not be able to prepare meals. He would easily wander and get lost. He cannot do any banking or shopping for himself. He would not be able to do most of the instrumental activities of daily living such as arranging transportation or telephoning. He would need supervision all the time.
