REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient has joint pains and trouble ambulating. She has coughing spells and shortness of breath. She also has reflux symptoms and some abdominal pains. She has urinary frequency and she has dizzy attacks and hoarseness. She has no headaches, seizures or memory loss. No skin rash. Not itching. She has no depression or anxiety.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: This elderly averagely built white female is alert, pale, but no acute distress.  Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 92, respirations 16, temperature 97.6, weight 105 pounds, and saturation 96%. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Pupils are reactive and equal. Tongue is moist. Nasal mucosa is edematous. Throat clear. Neck: Supple. No bruits.  No lymphadenopathy or thyromegaly. Chest: Equal movements with distant breath sounds and scattered wheezes throughout both lung fields. Prolonged expirations. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular, S1 and S2. No murmur. No S3. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No mass. No organomegaly. Bowel sounds are active. Extremities: 1+ edema. Decreased peripheral pulses. Reflexes are 1+ with no gross motor deficits. Neurologic: Cranial nerves are grossly intact. Skin: No lesions are observed.

IMPRESSION:
1. COPD with chronic bronchitis.

2. History of right lower lobectomy.

3. Rheumatoid arthritis.

4. History of TIAs.

PLAN: The patient has been advised to get a complete pulmonary function study and a CT chest without contrast. She is advised to use a nebulizer with albuterol and ipratropium solution three times a day and Ventolin HFA inhaler two puffs p.r.n. A copy of lab work will be requested and a followup visit will be arranged in four weeks.
