History: Ms. Bradshaw is an elderly white female who is being cared for at home by her daughter-in-law as well as daughter. Ms. Bradshaw has:

1. COPD.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
She has just slowed down on smoking, but is a heavy smoker. She has had lung cancer with removal of part of the lung. The patient has chronic weakness and cachexia, but has done well since the daughter-in-law and daughter are taking care of her. The patient has gained 7 pounds weight since. They had used lot of different patches for controlling the bedsores and it did not seem to make too much of a difference. So, the daughter-in-law stated she stopped using any of those. The patient does not have any open wound, but beyond both the cheeks of the buttock she has some redness. I had therefore told them to use a donut pillow and use the silver strength patches; up till now, they were using the butt paste and some silver gel, but they are going to use those patches now as I had written to them. She also complained of dizziness and I did an EKG to be sure she was not in AFib and the EKG showed sinus rhythm, voltage suggestive of left ventricular hypertrophy and generalized ST-T changes. No evidence of AFib. I advised the patient proper care at home and help her take some vitamins. I discussed also the blood work that she had done; essentially, her liver functions, kidney functions all appear within normal limits. I did put emphasis on proper care of the tiny bedsores. The daughter-in-law states if they do not put anything the bedsores are drying up and healing better. I told her that is fine, they can take care of in that way, but just to be sure they do not increase in number. They do not want any home health right now for the bedsores. She is going to be seen back in the office in a month.
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
