I told him to buy a pulse oximeter, so that we know what kind of oxygenation he is running. I told him to call me if his temperature increases or he has shortness of breath or chest pain or any other problem and I gave him a note to go back to school Thursday, but if he wants to go earlier he can go and we can give him another note to that effect. His Zithromax was sent to Walgreens. He will call me if he is not getting better in next 24 to 36 hours.
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
