History: Ms. Saenz is 66-year-old Hispanic female who is here for followup today. She has seen multiple specialists. She saw Dr. Monika Mishra, neurology for concussion after her accident and Dr. Mishra has ordered an MRI of the head and she told her that she could use amitriptyline 10 mg starting with half a tablet for a week and then increasing to the full tablet and not to take Tylenol or Advil and that may help her brain concussion. The patient has not picked up the amitriptyline yet. She also has seen Dr. Weber who put her on Symbicort 160/4.5 mcg inhaler one puff twice a day. The patient is concerned about her pelvic health and has made appointment with Texas A&M Physicians for pelvic and Pap smear.
Ms. Saenz complains of cough. I told her to use Symbicort inhaler twice a day as she has reactive airway disease. She has seen Dr. Kuhl and found to have diabetic retinopathy. Her kidney function is good as of 01/10/2022. She had a mammogram done of 10/19/2021, which was normal. A stool iFOB was negative as of 07/27/2021. Her med list was reconciled. The patient is going to follow up with Dr. Mishra on the concussion at this time. She is referred to GI for possible EGD and colonoscopy both. Her last colonoscopy was about several years ago at Texas A&M Physicians. There is family history of colon cancer and the patient is concerned, so she is referred to Central Texas GI for possible EGD and colonoscopy.
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
