History: Mr. Anderson goes to VA Hospital for his meds, but now that he has a private Medicare Advantage Plan he comes to see me. He states he forgot to tell me he had COVID twice since May 2020. He states in May 2020, he started running from low-grade fever and at that time, testing was not available, but at a later date, he tested himself for some COVID antibodies and was positive, then again in October or November, he got another upper respiratory infection and he felt like that was COVID and again antibodies were positive. He never had a RT-PCR test, but he states he does run high COVID antibody levels. I told him I will make a note of that in the chart. He states he was having some chest pains and shortness of breath and he went to St. Joseph ER and they told him to go to the VA Hospital and so he went to VA Hospital in Temple where they did some testing as an outpatient and was negative, but he states he still gets off and on chest pains and hence, I discussed the lab that he had done on 12/17/2021, which showed total cholesterol of 227 and LDL of 126, but his HDL was 86 and triglycerides were 48 almost giving him a good cholesterol level. His A1c was 5.9. His PSA was negative and thyroid was normal. I told him that we will do two referrals for him; one referral will be to urology because he had this low back pain that radiates to his testicle and we will get a urology opinion on that and the second one will be a proper cardiac workup. The patient understands plan of treatment. He will be seen in the office in about 4 to 6 weeks. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
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
