CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pupils equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Oral and nasal mucosa negative for inflammation. Neck: Supple. No masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. No rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Negative for rash or lesions. Neurological: Motor and sensory sensations intact. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted.

The patient had flu test done here in office with strep with flu test still showing positive for type A flu.

PLAN: The patient was not given Tamiflu because past initial first day or two was given prescription for Zithromax to *_________*, to follow up as needed.
