The patient is seen with complaints of fever, coughing, and congestion for the past few days with temperature of 99.1 recorded in office. Nurse states that the patient has vomited a few times.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Showed no abnormality. General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin:  Negative for rashes or lesions. Neurological: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep and flu tests which showed positive for type A flu with negative strep.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Type A flu.
