The patient presents with left earache, headache, and sore throat x 2 days.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Congestion, pulling at ears and sore throat for the past day. No associated symptoms.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Negative for pharyngeal edema without exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Carotids are within normal limits. No adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. No rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or lesions. Extremities: No tenderness noted. Full range of motion. Neurological: No motor or sensory deficits noted. Cranial nerves II through X intact. Neuro at baseline.
Strep test was done which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Zithromax. Follow up as needed.
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
