The patient is seen in the clinic today with history of sore throat, body aches, and cough since last night.

PRESENT ILLNESS: As above, flu-like symptoms with cough and sore throat plus headache starting yesterday evening.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs clear. Pupils equal and reactive to light and accommodation. Nasal and oral mucosa negative except for slight inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without adenopathy or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion without rales or wheezing. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without tenderness or guarding. Skin:  Negative for cyanosis or discoloration or rash. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurological: Cranial nerves II through XII intact. Oriented x 4. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood intact. Affect is within normal limits.

Flu and strep test performed with positive flu test with type B flu.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for Tamiflu and Z-PAK, to follow up as needed.
