The patient is seen today with complaints of bilateral earaches inner ear, radiating to jaw, stabbing pains for the past two weeks, tender to touch.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Bilateral ear pain outside for 14 days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2 and gastric sleeve.
ALLERGIES: She has allergies to VICODIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted to be tenderness of the tragus surrounding left ear *_________* Tympanic membranes negative for evidence of infection. Neck: Within normal limits, without thyromegaly or masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion and without rales or rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft. No organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: Normal to inspection. Skin: No lesions or rashes. Extremities: Full range of motion without tenderness. Neurological: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through XII intact with no motor or sensory deficits noted. No mood or affect impairment.
IMPRESSION: Possible otitis externa with pain upon movement of tragus, questionable TMJ problem without painful mastication.
PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Ciprodex to put in both ears. She is to follow up if symptoms do not relieve. An ENT consultation for further evaluation *_________*.
