The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David described that he has been doing better. He got injection of Prolixin decanoate 25 mg intramuscularly last Thursday. He is taking his medications and he is getting support from his family and he is feeling better. He denies any depression, sadness, mood swings, or any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feelings. His judgment and insight seems to be improved. The patient was encouraged to compliance and also encouraged to have support from the family and try to involve in chess activities to which he has agreed. The patient has been having history of schizophrenia chronic paranoid and has been making improvement. He does not like to come on video and mostly talks on phone. He is on Zyprexa 20 mg daily, Lamictal 50 mg b.i.d. and Prolixin shot 25 mg intramuscularly every three weeks.
ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: Continue with the current plan. I have given a prescription for Zyprexa 20 mg at bedtime and Lamictal 50 mg b.i.d. 30-day supply was ordered. Risks, benefits, and side effects were explained. The patient was encouraged compliance. There was no involuntary movement. AIMS score 0.
PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
