The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.
SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: John, the care provider, reported that on 01/30/2022 he developed some numbness and tingling on the left side of the body, stroke-like symptoms. He was in the hospital. He was given a complete workup. Everything was okay. He was seen by Dr. Belkin the neurologist who has also not made any changes. Staff also reported that he was having some behavioral problem in the facility. For the last two weeks, his behavior has improved and he is making improvement. Otherwise, it was a plan to remove from the facility. John reported that due to the insurance problem he lost his physical therapist and also occupational therapist although Joe did not give any pertinent reason for his problem. He also denies that he is not stressed out because he lost his therapy. He described that he is feeling all right. He was sitting quietly and appropriate. Denies any depression, sadness, or any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He was alert and oriented. He knows it is February 2022. He is having difficulty to come up with the name of the president. Attention span was fair. He denies any vegetative symptoms of depression. Denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any auditory or visual hallucination or persecutory feeling. He can name objects and follow commands. There were mild tremors in his hand. His judgment and insight seem to be limited. 

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder with period of agitations, history of traumatic brain injury, and seizure disorder. His AIMS score was 0.
PLAN: Continue with Trintellix 10 mg daily, Prolixin 1 mg b.i.d., Latuda 40 mg after meal and in the evening, and trazodone 100 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Staff reported that he is also taking Vimpat 200 mg b.i.d. and Keppra 2000 mg b.i.d. prescribed by neurologist. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
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
