HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of cardiomyopathy status post defibrillator implantation and hypertension. The patient is here for followup. The patient’s blood pressure is not well controlled. The patient is taking amlodipine, hydralazine, isosorbide, lisinopril, and carvedilol for high blood pressure. The patient is currently taking carvedilol 12.5 mg two times daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 151/64 mmHg, pulse 61, and respirations 16.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

The patient’s defibrillator is interrogated. Pacing threshold and sensing threshold are within normal limits.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION:
1. Cardiomyopathy.

2. History of cardiac arrest.

3. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient’s blood pressure is not well controlled. I will increase Coreg to 25 mg two times daily. I will follow him in three months.
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
