Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Mr. Crowley who has advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, CHF, and low ejection fraction.  Last visit July.  Trying to do salt restriction, weight for the most part is stable.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  No infection in the urine although the flow is decreased.  No cloudiness or blood.  Has sleep apnea, but not using CPAP machine.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  Does have dyspnea on activity not at rest.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Follows with cardiology Dr. Doghmi.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.  Presently no edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  He went back to Prilosec because of severe heartburn but only three days a week.  For blood pressure Demadex, Coreg and losartan.

Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 124/66, 119/61, weight 192.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Able to speak in full sentences and no speech problems.
Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine at 2, which is baseline.  GFR 32 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes and acid base normal.  Nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.
2. Status post aortic valve replacement.
3. Congestive heart failure, previously low ejection fraction clinically stable.  Continue salt and fluid restriction and diuretics.  Tolerating ARB losartan and beta-blockers.
4. Biventricular pacemaker defibrillator.
5. COPD presently stable without the need of oxygen.
6. Corona virus infection was not severe.
7. Blood pressure well controlled.
8. That has been no need for phosphorus binders, changes of potassium in the diet or anemia treatment. We will continue chemistries in a regular bases.  Come back in six months.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
