Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Loomis who has advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy, hypertension, COPD and CHF.  Last visit in January.  Feeling well.  No hospital visits.  Weight is stable.  Eating well.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Good volume.  Minor edema, presently no ulcers.  No claudication symptoms.  Denies dyspnea.  No orthopnea, PND or oxygen.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  Minor itching.  AV fistula placed left brachial area three weeks ago.  No gross stealing syndrome, minimal numbness.  Review of system otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight bicarbonate replacement, phosphorus binders, iron replacement, vitamin D125, for blood pressure clonidine, Coreg and amlodipine.
Physical Examination:  Alert and oriented x3.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Blood pressure 124/60.

Laboratory Data:  Chemistries glutamine around 4.1 has progressive overtime, present GFR of 14 stage V.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, and calcium normal.  Minor increase of phosphorus 4.8.  Anemia 10.6.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage V.
2. New fistula on the left-sided, not ready to be used, minimal numbness.
3. Hypertension well controlled.
4. Metabolic acidosis on replacement.
5. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on treatment.
6. Phosphorus binders, continue diet and treatment.
7. COPD and CHF stable, no oxygen.
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8. Anemia without external bleeding, prior duodenal ulcer which is not active at this point.  Monitor for EPO treatment and intravenous iron.
9. Continue monthly blood test.  We start dialysis based on symptoms.  We will see him back in the next two months.  I do not see an indication for dialysis at this point in time.
All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
