CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of swelling on the right side of the forehead.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that mild swelling on the right side of the forehead of the eyebrow was noticed three or four weeks ago. Initially he thought it was insect bite and after that pain has improved but he continued to have minimal swelling in that area. There is no visual difficulty nor are there any headaches.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, sputum production, fever, chills, leg swelling or calf swelling, or focal weakness.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal swelling of the skin above the right eyebrow. There are minimal skin changes and skin rash. There are no open wounds nor is there any tenderness.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
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
