SUBJECTIVE: The patient was seen for Wellness Examination. Her blood sugars are low in the morning and we will decrease the dose of Tresiba insulin. The patient’s blood sugar was 98 today, but sometime they go to 70. The patient complains of restless leg.

PLAN: ReQuip dose will be increased to ReQuip 0.5 mg three tablet at 8 p.m. Tresiba will be decreased to 65 units daily. The patient will check with Dr. Boccalandro regarding Plavix. She ran out of Plavix, which was given by Dr. Boccalandro. The patient had Matrix test for peripheral arterial disease and she was found to have moderate peripheral arterial disease in both legs. We will add the diagnoses of peripheral arterial disease. The patient has stage V kidney failure. Therefore, we are not referring her to vascular surgeon as her kidney failure can get worse. She does not have any ulcer on the leg. Blood test will be done today. The patient will call us with the blood sugars.
