PATIENT NAME: Hawthorn, Douglas

DATE OF SERVICE: 03/01/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of upper abdominal pain for last one month. His blood pressure is also high. Blood test done last time showed elevated liver enzymes and we had advised for him to come for hepatitis B and surface antigen hepatitis C antibody, but he did not come. The patient drinks three to four beers per day about four times in a week. AST was higher than ALT and he may have alcoholic liver disease.

PLAN: Pantoprazole 40 mg twice a day was added for epigastric pain. Ultrasound of the abdomen and blood test were ordered. The patient will keep same appointment. He will be referred to gastroenterologist if his abdominal pain does not improve and after we receive results of the blood test and if they show elevated enzymes.
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
