Thank you for this referral.

Carol comes here for followup today. She is 65-year-old female who was initially seen two months ago with history of anemia. The patient was found to have iron deficiency anemia so she was placed on oral iron. Right now, she is taking Slow Fe two twice daily. She says she feels better.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of gastric bypass in 2008, which is why she is not able to absorb adequate iron. She also had history of coronary artery disease and MI in the past for which she sees Dr. Fazio.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is 65-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Weighing 219 pounds, height 5 feet 5 inch, and blood pressure 141/73.

HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Iron deficiency anemia.

2. History of bariatric surgery.

3. Coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, CMP, iron, ferritin, and see if it is making any difference from the previous values. In January, her hemoglobin was 10.3, ferritin was 4, and iron was 19, which were all low.
