History: Ms. Casey was accompanied by her son. Ms. Casey had a TIA. Her insurance wanted her to take Plavix and not aspirin Persantine. With her age, I did not want to do that. The patient tells me today she did get the carotid ultrasound, but has not started the medicine yet. She stated if she could just take aspirin and I told her that is fine whatever she decides. If she does not want to use the Aggrenox, she can just use aspirin that is her choice. The carotid ultrasound results were discussed. The carotid ultrasound results showed about 70% right carotid stenosis and I think it is a good idea she sees a neurologist to see if she needs the surgery or not. The son mentioned two things then that she had been under stress because her son 67-year-old died of liver failure and was on hospice at home and that about four years ago, she had similar symptoms and they did ultrasound and told that she has blockage, but not enough. The patient was having problems with vertigo off and on and had seen an ENT and she was referred to neurologist. She got an appointment in six months, but when it was time for her to see the neurologist, the patient canceled the appointment. This time, I told her she should see neurologist at CHI St. Joseph whose office is in College Station and we will proceed from there. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. The patient is asymptomatic today.
