ALANIS, ADELARO
This is an 85-year-old gentleman being admitted to hospice with endstage dementia. The patient weighs 110 pounds, has lost 6 pounds since last month. The patient is not oriented to person, place or time. He is total ADL dependent and is bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient spends 8 to 12 hours a day in bed. The patient has severe Sundowner’s syndrome. All these issues have become much worse in the past three months and hence the reason for placement of the patient on hospice. The patient has protein-calorie malnutrition as is evident by temporal wasting and lower extremity wasting and muscle wasting. The patient is O2 dependent because of endstage COPD as far as comorbidities are concerned. Given the patient’s quick decline in the past three months and above findings, it is the opinion of this examiner that the patient is appropriate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
