ADJEMIAN, GULENIA
This is to certify that Ms. Gulenia Adjemian, an 89-year-old Armenian woman, is eligible for hospice with less than six months to live. The patient is an 89-year-old woman who is being certified for hospice with endstage diagnosis of CHF, anxiety, and shortness of breath. The patient has oxygen in place at all time. Her last ejection fraction was recorded to be between 25 to 35%. Her other comorbidities include COPD, anxiety, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of urinary tract infection, coronary artery disease, cardiomyopathy, anxiety, depression, and gastroesophageal reflux.
The patient lives at home with her daughter. She has shortness of breath. She has weakness. She has tiredness. She has swelling in her lower extremities, but actually she has cardiac cachexia with severe muscle wasting associated with protein-calorie malnutrition. She is edematous about the lower extremity and her face because of the low ejection fraction and uses her O2 at all times. 

The patient is total ADL dependent with bowel and bladder incontinence and wears a diaper. The patient lives with her daughter who is her primary caregiver and takes care of her and sees about her every need. The patient is expected to live less than six months given her severe endstage cardiomyopathy, CHF, and the fact that the patient’s daughter would like for her to die at home and be kept comfortable without any further hospitalization and/or ventilation efforts in the future.
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
