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The patient is a 72-year-old gentleman, lives with his daughter. He is being admitted to hospice with endstage COPD. The patient is O2 dependent. In the past month, he has lost 10 pounds. He is not eating very much. He has decreased appetite, O2 dependency, anxiety, and symptoms of cor pulmonale consistent with shortness of breath at all times especially with any type of activity, orthopnea and PND.
Other comorbidities include BPH and overall weakness. The patient requires a walker to move around. The patient is definitely homebound. The patient is also short of breath as I mentioned at all times with 2+ edema consistent with cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension. The patient needs help with most of ADL and has become bowel and bladder incontinent. Given change in his condition, severe COPD and the fact that the family would like the patient to stay at home and die at home without any further hospitalization and/or placement on ventilator makes the patient hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
