Mr. Madison is a 72-year-old gentleman who lives at home with his son, total ADL dependent, totally bedbound, wears diapers, minimal appetite, severe weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition and bladder and bowel incontinent. The patient is confused. The patient has lost about 15 pounds in the past three to four weeks. He also suffers from congestive heart failure, hypertension, and gastroesophageal reflux. The patient suffers from multi-infarct dementia with most likely recurrent strokes in the past week or two causing the patient worsening condition. The patient is able to swallow, but it takes a long time to feed the patient. Hence the reason for protein-calorie malnutrition and the weight loss associated with decreased appetite and difficulty swallowing related to his recurrent stroke. The patient is hospice appropriate given his current condition and recent changes associated with multiple recurrent strokes. Expected to live less than six months. Other comorbidities include diabetes, congestive heart failure and hypertension.
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
