Victoria Fernandez has been admitted to hospice with severe dementia, total ADL dependency. The patient has a tube feed, Foley catheter and numerous wounds on her back and lower extremities. The patient is a 79-year-old woman with recent history of sepsis, hypoglycemia, pressure ulcers stage IV, history of DVT lower extremity, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, vitamin D deficiency and anemia along with hypertension, coronary artery disease, CHF, and dysphagia. The patient has severe weakness, decreased appetite, severe protein-calorie malnutrition. Because of the lack of protein, the patient will never be able to heal her ulcers about the lower sacral ulcers as well as right upper back and left upper back and right lower extremity and left lower extremity ulcers; some appear to be slightly infected. The patient just finished a course of antibiotics and because of that her blood sugars are running high. The patient requires O2 at all times. The patient is being fed through a tube feeding. Despite the tube feeding, the patient has had severe profound weight loss. Given her protein-calorie malnutrition, recent sepsis, advanced dementia along with anemia and protein-calorie malnutrition, the patient is expected to die in less than six months. Hence, the patient is hospice appropriate for hospice care at this time.
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
