CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with a history of left earache and possible urinary tract infection with burning with urination and lower abdominal discomfort. 
PRESENT ILLNESS: Complains of lower abdominal discomfort and dysuria for the past two weeks and also complaining of right ear pain for the past two weeks after injury using Q-Tips. Given Rx for ear drops at a regular doctor few weeks ago, but continued pain. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Compatible with seizures and constipation. Urinary tract infection x 1. Kidney stones in 09/2021, referred to ER from here with apparent passage of stone. 
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, partial cholecystectomy and tonsillectomy. 
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: MiraLax and magnesium.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs are clear. Pupils are equal and react to light and accomodation. Extraocular muscles are intact. Naso and oropharynx negative for inflammation or exudates. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Slight tenderness in the lower abdomen without guarding or rebound. Back: Normal inspection. Skin: No rashes or discoloration. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurologic: Oriented x 4. Cranial nerves II through X intact. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits. 

Urinalysis showed no abnormality.
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
