The patient is seen for clearance to play baseball with stitches in his right thigh. 

PRESENT ILLNESS: Laceration to right thigh x 7 days, here for possible suture removal. He states he cut right thigh playing with girlfriend with machete. Seen in ER with chromic sutures, said they were dissolved. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: The patient is on no current medications.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies. 
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Without abnormality. Lungs: Without abnormality. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Lacerations to right anterior thigh horizontal x 7 to 10 cm with chromic sutures healing without inflammation. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neurologic: Cranial nerves II through X intact. Oriented x 4. No motor or sensory deficits noted. Mood and affect within normal limits. 

IMPRESSION: Followup laceration to right thigh.

PLAN: Because of incomplete healing and possible opening of laceration, elected to continue sutures for another few more days to see if they would dissolve. To continue present topical care. Follow up in a few more days to remove sutures if needed. Allowed to play baseball.
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
