Mr. Krause is an 87-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his hypothyroidism management. He was diagnosed with hypothyroidism about a year ago. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, gout, chronic kidney disease and GERD. For his hypothyroidism, he is currently on levothyroxine 25 mcg daily. The patient states he was on iodine supplement and he believes this was caused with hypothyroidism. He denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. He denies any temperature intolerance. He denies any nausea, vomiting, diarrhea or constipation. He denies any shortness of breath or chest pain. He denies any changes in his hair, skin or nails. He denies any history of radiation exposure.

Plan:
1. For his hypothyroidism, we will continue the levothyroxine 25 mcg daily and check a current thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

2. I will also check him for autoimmune thyroid disease and check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

5. Continue to follow up with Dr. Joshi for primary care.
